Entries that require refrigeration after 
baking must indicate so in the recipe. Those entries will not be sold, auctioned or otherwise 
distributed for consumption after judging for food safety reasons. 
10. Judging Criteria:

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(aroma, taste, good balance of flavorings)

(appropriate for the type of cookie, brownie or bar)

(even grain, evenly baked; free from air pockets) 

Outside Characteristics . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 15 points 
(uniform size, shape, appearance; overall appeal) 

Creativity . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 10 points
